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Fine motor materials should be in good repair and well-organized. Sets of toys need to
be stored in separate containers and cleaned up and sorted throughout the day.

A variety of fine motor materials should be accessible to children and be rotated at
least monthly.

The materials should offer varying levels of difficulty (i.e. puzzles with large chunky
pieces, puzzles with pegs, and for older toddlers puzzles with a limited number of
pieces).
