- NCPMI Communication is Key
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Tell a child what to do instead of what not to do.

Show the child by modeling or using a picture of the action.

Clearly and simply state what you expect the child to do.

Remember young children might have inappropriate behavior because they don’t understand

the social rules of an activity or interaction.

5. Communicate, with words, signs, or pictures, using language they might understand.

6. Encourage children in a way that lets them know that they are exhibiting the desired behavior

/. Be enthusiastic and generous with encouragement. Children can never get enough!
